City of Wolverhampton Council do not directly employ staff dedicated to 
monitoring CCTV as the primary purpose of the system is to undertake traffic 
surveillance and monitoring by the UTC team. However, as part of the wider 
use of the CCTV system, an agreement is in place with Wolverhampton BID 
(which is a partnership supporting the operation and management of the retail 
business within the city centre) to use the CCTV system to assist with 
prevention of crime and other issues within the city throughout the normal 
business hours of the city.

•     How much is spent on CCTV Camera maintenance?
